What to read:  There are 20 stories in the book. Choose 10 that look interesting.
Note: 10 stories = 1 semester. So if you need to take the class for both 1st and 2nd semesters, you’ll need to do 20
1. Do Before you read on the first page. Write your answers. 

2. Read the story. The best way is to read it two times. The first time, don’t use a dictionary. Then read it again. This time, you can look up words you don’t know in your dictionary. 
3. Vocabulary. Do Meaning and Words that go together. You DON’T have to do Use.
4. Comprehension.  Do Understanding the reading, Remembering Details and the next part (it changes. Sometimes it is Sentence Completion.  Sometimes it is  Understanding the sequence.)  

5. Do Writing.  Finish the sentences with anything you learned from the story. 

6. You DON’T have to do Discussion or Spelling and Punctuation
For first semester, everything is due check with your teacher for due dates.
